will send blood to the extremities in order to lose heat.
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Scientists in the UK grew special tomatoes with extra vitamin D,
which is important for people’s health. Vitamin D deficiency

affects about one billion people worldwide. (D Tomatoes naturally

contain a substance that gets converted into vitamin D. @ The

team altered the genes of the tomato plants, breeding them to

have more of this substance than usual. 3 Each tomato came

to have about as much vitamin D as two medium-sized eggs.

A gazelle on the African savanna is trying not to be eaten by
cheetahs, but it is also trying to outrun other gazelles when
a cheetah attacks.
